La pau pot ser un objectiu politic, de fet ho és, si tenim en compte la
retorica emprada pels actars politics. Tanmateix sovint ens trobem que les
politiques pabliques es basen en una determinada concepcid de la seguretat
molt allunyada de qualsevol idea de pau. A partir d'aquesta premissa l'ob-
jectiu del seminari és maltiple: en primer lloc, analitzar precisament quina
és la nocio de seguretat sobre la que se sustenten les politiques actuals; en
segon lloc, a més d'una reflexido general volem portar a terme aquest exa-
men sobre algunes politiques concretes. Es tracta de politiques en les que
trobem significativa la manca d'una perspectiva de pau consistent. Per altim,
precisament per aquesta esmentada mancanga, aspirem a que es plantegin
alternatives. Més enlla de la retdrica, la inclusio de la perspectiva de pau
hauria de comportar un canvi substancial en nombroses politiques publiques.
La politica exterior, els instruments de seguretat o la seguretat interna seran
objecte de les sessions del seminari.

La pluralitat professional dels ponents permetra reflexionar les tematiques
plantejades des de diverses perspectives: la recerca, académica i aplicada,
lactivisme per la pau, o fins i tot U'exercici de l'advocacia.

PEACE BEYOND SECURITY
IN PUBLIC POLICIES

Peace can be a political abjective; in fact it is, if we take into account polit-
ical agents rhetoric. Nevertheless frequently we find out that public policies
are based on a security definition that is far from any peace idea. From this
starting point the seminar has different aims: firstly, analyze which is the
notion of security that is employed for developing public policies; secondly, a
part from a general thought we want to bring this topic to be examined un-
der concrete policies. These are policies in which we find out a substantive
lack of any peace perspective. Lastly, because of this mentioned lack, we
aspire to develop policy alternatives. Beyond the rhetoric, inclusion of peace
perspective should imply an important change on different public policies.
Foreign policy, security tools and inland security will be analyzed during the
sessions of the seminar.

Professional plurality of speakers will allow a reflection on the topics from
different perspectives: research, academic and applied, peace activism, or
even law practice.

DAVID CHANDLER

David Chandler is professor of International Relations at the University of Westminster
and Director of the Center for the Study of Democracy. He is also the founding editor
of the Journal of Intervention and State and Resilience: Policies, Practices and Inter-
national Speeches, as well as some series in the Routledge essay on State Intervention
and Construction and Advances in Democratic Theory. In his academic career, Chan-
dler has dedicated to themes such as interventions in international arena, humani-
tarianism and peace building, among others. In the last two decades he has published
various books, has been editor and co-editor of multiple publications and has produced
hundreds of articles. He has also collaborated in various media in written and televi-
sion press, such as The Guardian and CNN. Nowadays, his studies are more focused

on issues regarding resilience, peacebuilding, morality and politics of hope, growth of
resistance and governance of complexity.

MARK AKKERMAN

Mark Akkerman is a researcher at Stop Wapenhandel (Dutch Campaign Against Arms
Trade), an independent think tank that analyses the arms trade and the military indus-
try. He also publishes for the Transnational Institute. He has written and participated
in political campaigns on issues such as the export of arms to the Middle East, pri-
vate security and military affairs, the green washing (misleading marketing that uses
environmentally friendly as a tool to get more benefits) of the arms business and the
militarization of borders.

ITZIAR RUIZ-GIMENEZ

Itziar Ruiz-Giménez is lecturer of International Relations at the Universidad Auténo-
ma de Madrid. She has a PhD in International Relations since 2002 with a thesis on
humanitarian intervention in International Relations. She studied Law and Political
Science. She is the coordinator of the Grupo de Estudios Africanos and the Grupo de
Estudios Internacionales at the same university. For two years (2008-2010), she was
the president of Amnistia Internacional Espafa. Her research interests focus on the
armed conflicts, peacebuilding, human rights, theories of international relations and
sub-Saharan Africa.



CARME COLOMINA

Carme Colomina is an associate researcher at CIDOB and a member of ICIP Govern-
ment Board. She studied Journalism at the Universitat Autonoma de Barcelona and a
postgraduate about European Union Studies by the Universitat Oberta de Catalunya.
She has been a journalist for ARA newspaper since 2010 and has published hundreds of
articles about the European Union and international affairs. She is lecturer of Interna-
tional Journalism at the Universitat Pompeu Fabra and at the Universitat de Vic, and is
a visiting professor at the College of Europe in Bruges. Between 1997 and 2001, she was
a correspondent for Catalunya Radio in Brussels and collaborated with media platforms
such as the BBC or Deutsche Welle. She participated in twenty international events as
well, and she was present in the Afghanistan War (2001) or the Egyptian revolt Against
Mubarak (2011). She has also been a consultant in various communication projects

on European and Euro-Mediterranean issues and has worked in the Generalitat de
Catalunya, being responsible for interregional cooperation in the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs.

RAFAEL MARTINEZ

Rafael Martinez is professor of Political Science and Administration and Vice chancel-
lor of Organization and Personnel of Administration and Services in the Universitat
de Barcelona. He graduated in Law at the Universidad de Zaragoza. His PhD is about
the French Socialist Party by the same university, in which he was awarded with the
extraordinary prize in 1995. Also he obtained the Paz, Seguridad y Defensa prize of the
Ministry of Defense. In his work as a teacher, he has taught at universities in Spain,
France, Uruguay and El Salvador. He has also been Vice Chancellor of the University
of Barcelona between 2008 and 2009 and director of studies of the degrees in Politi-
cal Sciences and Administration and Law. He has published several books on political
systems, military affairs, and questions concerning national security.

HELENA TORROJA

Helena Torroja is professor of Public International Law at the Universitat de Barcelo-
na since 1995. She’s a PhD in Law (with honours and extraordinary prize) and holds

a degree in Law from the same university. She is currently head of studies at the CEI
(Centro de Estudios Internacionales), where she is the director of the Preparatory
Course for access to the diplomatic career and Co-Director of the Master in Diplomacy
and International Civil Service. Her areas of interest include diplomatic protection,
international humanitarian law and international criminal law, international protection
of human rights, operational activities of UN assistance and privatization of the use of
armed force.



CRISTOPHE BARBEY

Christophe Barbey defines himself as an irenist (peace advocate) and is currently the
coordinator of APRED (Participatory Institute for the Progress of Peace) in Geneva,
where he works to promote ways to provide states and institutions with means to
enable them to be more peaceful and less violent through the policies of peace, the im-
provement of the constitutional position of peace and the defense of the recognition of
peace as a human right. He is graduated in Law at the University of Freiburg and holds
a Master’s degree from the same university.

VIRGINA ALVAREZ

Virgina Alvarez is migration expert and researcher at Amnesty International, where she
is responsible for Domestic Policy. Her lines of research are mainly focused on migration,
human rights and refugees. She has published several articles on the media related with
the treatment of immigration. She has also participated on parliamentary meetings

as an expert in order to expose Amnesty International point of view on new laws or
actions of the Spanish Government.

RAYMOND TARAS

Raymond Taras is professor of Political Science at Tulane University. During the 2014-
15 academic year, Ray Taras was a Leverhulme Visiting Professor at the Centre for Mi-
gration Research, University of Sussex. He has a B.A. at Université de Montréal, a M.A.
at Sussex University, and a M.Phil. at Essex University and holds a Ph.D. in political
sociology at Warsaw University. His interests include issues such as nationalism, xeno-
phobia, ethnic conflict, European transnationalism and international politics, Russian
foreig policy and the response of the receiving countries to immigration.

CARLOS SANCHEZ ALMEIDA

Carlos Sanchez Almeida is a civil rights lawyer specialized in Internet. He is graduated
in law at the University of Barcelona and obtained a degree in Catalan civil law from the
same university. He has published several books and has made public interventions on
issues such as Internet law, new technologies and crime and computer security.
